Children should be 
fluent readers* with 

strong phonic 
knowledge and have 

met the statutory 
requirements for Year 1 

of the Spelling 
Appendix for the 

National Curriculum in 
England.   

 

Ask children to 

complete the pre-

programme activities at 

the start of Practice 

Book 2A (pp.2–5). There 

are instructions in the 

Handbook (p.42) and 

answer sheets in the 

online resource.  

Did children complete 

these activities 

confidently? 

This suggests that children do not 

meet the Year 1 statutory  

requirements. Complete Read Write 

Inc. Phonics (or a parallel 

programme) before starting Read 

Write Inc. Spelling.  

 

There are Pre-programme Special 

focus pages online (in the Year 1 

section) to help consolidate spelling 

from the Year 1 statutory 

requirements. You can match these to 

the questions in Activity 5 by looking 

at the key on p.46 of the Handbook. 

Use the Year 1 Practice Tests (online) 

to assess whether children are ready 

to start the programme.  

This suggests the children have 

strong phonic knowledge and meet 

the Year 1 statutory requirements 

for spelling in the curriculum.
